Easter. It offers us three 

tools to help us form our 

spiritual lives during Lent. 

They are Prayer, Fasting 

and Good Works.  

In this period before Lent 

we have the opportunity 

to decide how best we 

can make use of the 

period of Lent to deepen 

our relationship with God.

For the 

really repentant it might 

even be the cigarettes! 

And Good Works, it 

might be giving a hand to 

an elderly neighbour, or 

giving something extra to 

your favourite charity, it 

might even be restraining 

the urge to gossip, as the 

Holy Father is always 

suggesting! Pick something 

from each of the tools and 

you will be ready for Lent. 

Next Sunday there will 

be a pastoral letter from 

His Grace, Archbishop 

Peter in preparation for 

Lent. It is timely then to 

say a few words about 

that Holy Season if we 

are to make the most of 

it in our run up to 

Easter.  

Originally, Lent was the 

time when converts to 

Christianity would make 

their final preparations for 

their reception into the 

Church  on Eas ter 

Saturday evening. In time, 

the whole Christian 

community would join 

them in this preparation 

time, and so we have the 

Lent that we are more 

familiar with. 

The Church offers us a 

unique time of growth and 

repentance, so that we 

will be spiritually ready for 

the great celebration of 

the Lord’s resurrection at
