TODAY’S MASS
First Reading (Acts 4:8-12): St Peter, arraigned before the High Court, is not afraid to take the opportunity to
proclaim the Good News of the Resurrection of Christ to the highest authorities in the land.
Psalm: Psalm |17 again, but today’s extract is a statement of faith and a manifesto for living in the Lord.
Second Reading (Ps 117:1.8-9.21-23.26.28-29): Through Baptism we share in the life of Jesus Christ, the Son of God,
and therefore are properly called ‘children of God'.
Gospel (Jn 10:11-18): Jesus Christ describes Himself as the good shepherd. In His day Palestinian shepherds lived with
the sheep, knew them by name, defended them from wolves and robbers. This image is found in the Old Testament, but
Jesus takes the image further, by saying that “I lay down my life for my sheep”. Fr David
