I have enjoyed the 

kindness and support of 

the parish, been 

amazed at the sheer 

amount of activity that 

takes place in the par-

ish, been heartened and 

humbled by the cele-

brations of the liturgies 

and the devotional 

prayer which takes 

place. I have been im-

pressed by the gener-

osity of the parish not 

just in financial terms 

but in the hours of vol-

untary care given by 

our many volunteers to 

those in need. It has 

been a good two years 

and I look forward to 

many more.
